Exactly 24 years ago — on this very day, June 11th, Nelson Mandels was
convicled - alongside other leaders of the ANC - 2nd subsequently given a life
sentence lor seeking to overthrow the system of apartheid. He has now bemn

behind prison bars lor over a quarter of a cantury. For political prisoners in South
Africa there is no parole or remission. A lite sentence aciually means
imprisonmeni for the rest of one’s life. P W Botha says Mandela will only be
reteased if he betrays everything that he has dedicated his iife to.

This marvelious 70th birthday tribute will be an inspiration to Nelson Mandela
and o all who sutter the daily injuslices of apartheid. Bul it has an evon greater
significance. The fact thal through radio and television milllons of people across
the globe will be joining with us today provides a uniyee epportunity Lo galvanize
Ihe enlire world into action lo secure the freedom of Nelson Mandela and his
people.

on him. Streets, parks, buildings and squares have been
named after him. Poems and songs extol his life and, like
many heads of governments and 2,000 Mayors in
53 countries, call for his release.
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Within months he was broughl from prison as Accused Number 1
in the ‘Rivonia Trial'. Accused of leading Umkhonto we Sizwe, he
did not deny planning sabotage. ‘| did not plan .. . . because | have
any love of violence,” he said. 'l planned it as a result of a calm and
sober assessment of the political situation that had arisen after
many years of tyranny, exploitation and oppression of my people
by the whites.’

In a statemen! which has become a historic document, he
declared: ‘Above all, Africans wanl equal polilical rights ... . 1tis nol
true that the enfranchisement of all will result in racial domination
... The ANC has spent hall a century fighting against raclalism.
When it triumphs it will not exchange that policy . ..

‘Our struggle is a struggle for the right
to live.’

With Sisulu and six others, in 1964 he was senlenced to life
imprisonment. The New York Times said they were regarded as
‘heroes and freedom fighters, the George Washingtons and
Benjamin Franklins of South Africa’.

Mandelz, Sisulu and the other black defendants, were flown to
Robben lsland, the maximum security prison on a rocky oulcrop
surrounded by turbulent seas, seven miles from Cape Town.
Mandela and Sisulu were to spend nineteen years there, among
thirty held in separate cells in a special section. Warders were
abusive and quick to punish, the food was vile, the men had lo
wash in cold water and sleep on a concrete floor with a thin mat
and two blankets. They were allowed one letter every 6 months —
ol 500 words, confined to family matters — and one visit every 6
manths - of half an hout, confined to tamily matters, Newspapers
were forbidden yet somehow the men picked up scraps of infor-
maltion about events in the outside world. And all the while,
through cold dank winters and blazing summers, they laboured
with pickaxes and shovels in a lime quarry, day in, day out, year
after year after year.

From the starl it was agreed thal no malter what they were
subjected to, no sign of weakness would be shown. Mandela
usually represented their complaints, with his natural air of
authority repeatedly confronting prison officials. A fellow-prisoner
— not a member of the ANC — has said that the government had
two aims, to destroy their morale and to get the world to forget
them. ‘They lailed dismally, because being in the company of
Mandela and Sisulu, instead of being weakened, they made you
strong. Mandela taught me how to survive. When | was ill, he couid
have asked anybody else lo see to me. He came 10 me personally.
He even cleaned my toilet.’ Despite the hardships, they lound
cause for laughter, especially at the absurdity of warders and the
prison requlations.

Their prolests, their hunger strikes hacked by protests from the
outside world, gradually won significant improvements In their
conditions. Studies had become a lifeline, and during the 1970’
visits and letters were increased to two a month. Instead of the
uarry, they built roads or were taken by truck to a beach to collect
seaweed for tertiliser, Backbreaking work but with the exhilaration
;}J salt air and tantalising glimpses of distant ships and of Table
ountain.
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Meanwhile, Winnie Mandela was enduring bannings and arrests,
solitary confinement and lorture. Eventually the State banished
her lo the inhospitable dorp of Brandfor. Like her husband, she
knew thal what she suffered was the common Iot of innumerable
Blacks. She loughl back every inch of the way, managing to bring
up her wo daughters and, after twenly years. emerging Irium-
phant, unbanned and back home in Soweto.

In 1982, atter Mandela, Sisulu and three of the other Rivonia men
were abruplly translerred to Pollsmoor Maximum Security prison
on the mainland, conlact visits were suddenly permitted - for the
first time in 22 years Nelson and Winnie Mandela were able to
embrace.

Recently Mandela has passed several legal examinations, aiming
to quality as an advocate (barrister), He may be turning seventy on
18 July but he has kepl tremendously fit. According to a recenl

visitor, he bears no resemblance lo most portraits: tall and uptighy:
as ever, he is slim and, apart from whitening hair, looks remarkg.
bly youthiul, 1

Through twenty-six years in jail he has remained a free spiny,
Fellow prisoners report that he has not wasted a moment. But whal
an atrocious, tragic, waste for South Alrica — for Whites as well ag
for Blacks — thal his wisdom and strength, his generosity ang
humour, have not been used in leading that country lowards a just
society.

in January 1985 President Botha announced thal Mandela could
be released; all he had to do was to renounce violence. Mandela's
reply, addressed to his people, was uncompromising, pointing oul
that anly when all other forms of resistance had been crushed by,
the state, had Blacks turned to armed strugple. "Let him (Botha)
renounce violence,' he concluded. 'Lel him say thal he wili
dismantle apartheid .. .’

‘I cannot and will not give any
undertaking at a time when I and you, the
people, are not free. Your freedom and
mine cannot be separated. I will return.’




Born and educaled in Pretaria, Mary Benson served
in the South African Wamen's Army during the
Second World War, then became secretary to David
Lean, Reading Cry, the Beloved Country had a
dramatic effect, dissipaling her customary racial
prejudice. During the early 1950°s. while working
with the Rev'd Michael Scotl, a pioneering
spokesman for the Afncans of Soulhern Alrica, she
mel Nelson Mandeia in Johanneshurg, She came lo
know him better when she was secretary of the
Treason Trial Defence Fund and when writing a
history of the ANC — by this time Mandela was

leading the struggle from underground. in 1963 she
was the first South African to testity before a Uniled
Nations committee and, three years later. when
reporting on political trials in South Alrica. she was
banned and placed under house arres].

Her writings include the Penguin Melson Mandels,
South Africa: the Struggle for a Birlhright and a
novel, Af the Still Point. Radio plays lor the BBC
inclede dramatized documentaries on Mandela and

_ Ihe Rivonia Trial, and on Robben Island. She lives

in Landon.

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To say Billy Connolly is just a comedian is somewhat
inadequate. Inadequate because not only does he
have an innate gift to make people laugh at the mos!
ordinary observations of everyday life, but his talenl
is extended into many fields — playwriting and
acting among them.

Sinca his first solo concertin 1971, he has had a
No. 1 UK charl single enlitled ‘DAMOR.C.E', an
hour-long TV special Ar Audience With Billy
Connolly and with a two-week sell out at the London
Palladium attended by the likes ol Michael Caine,
Elton John, Bob Hoskins, George Michael, Eric
Ctapton, Ringo Starr and Twiggy. In 1978 he
appeared with the Scottish Opera in Sir Alexander
Gibson's production of Die Fladermaus at the Royal
in Glasgow, and In 1979 co-starred with Richard
Burton in the movie Absolution. Thal same year, he
was commissioned to write a play for the Edinburgh
Festival.

The video of his worldwide Bite Your Bum tour won
bath the Music Week and Record Business Awards
for 1981, In 1982 his eighth album, Pick of Bifly
Connolly, won him another gold disc. The same year
he portrayed Beefy in L P. Donleavy'’s The Beastly
Beatitudes of Balthazar 810 much critical acelaim,
published his second book (entitled Gullible’s
Travels) and released another top-selling video
Hand Picked by Billy Connally, In 1984, Billy
appeared in a BBC-TV production of Androcles and
the Lion, and starred alongside Michael Caine in the
film Water

His main hobby is cyciing and Billy has on many
oceasions cycled for charity. In 1980 he cycled from
Glasgow lo Inverness 1o ralse money for the
Scottish Variety Club. Two years later he raised
maoney for a hospice, buill for the incurably il by the
people of Glasgow as a wedding gift for the Prince
and Princess of Wales, by cycling from London 1o
Glasgow, and more recantly cycled from London to
Brighton in aid of the British Heart Foundation.

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From the humble heginnings of the American Negro
Theatre Workshop Harry Betafonte went on to land
starring roles in the films Bright Road, Carmen
Jones, Island in the Sun, and The World, The Flesh
and the Devil.

By the 1950's, Harry Belatonte had become a
hoesehold name. In 1956 he had his first American
Top Forty it with ‘Jamaica Farewell’ which went to
No. 14. There followed his famous recording of the
traditional ‘Banana Boat Song’ which became his
first UK hit, The song was an overnighl smash,
reaching Mo. 2 in March 1957. Belalonte's follow-up
hits, ‘Mama Look at Bubu' and ‘Island in the Sun’,
along with albums like Calypso (the first ever million
seller), earned him a royal title - 'King of the
Calypso’ - and started off an international calypso
craze. Shortly afterwards, Harry had his first UK No,
1 with the nativity song 'Mary's Boy Child', which
remained al the top for seven conseculive weeks
and sold a million in Britain alone.

Harry had anly two more UK hits - ‘Little
Bernadette’ in 1958 and "Son ol Mary', in 1953,
Although the hits were running dry, Harry Belafonle
had firmly established himself as an International
showbusiness star. His success was reflected in the
massive sales of his double album Belsfonle s

Camegie Hall,

Alongside his recording activities, Belafonte had
also earned a reputation as a tireless campaigner
for human rights. His name still conjures up many
images: standing alongside Martin Luther King;
Harry Belafonte, United Nations Ambassador for
Unicef; recording ‘We Are lhe World' to aid the
starving millions in Alrica; and, of course, Harry
Belalonte, the charismatic performer.

After a well-carned break from the recording
business, Harry Belafonle has just completed a new
album - his first for 16 years - Paradise in
Gazankufy, in which he combines all his multifarious
interests. The album - released by EMI Manhattan

Whoopi Goldberg began performing at the age of
eight in New York with the Children’s Program at the
Hudson Guild and the Helena Rubenstein Children’s
Theater.

In 1974, she moved to San Diego, where she
appeared in the San Diego Repertory Theatre's
productions of Bertoll Brecht's Mather Courage, and
Marsha Norman's Gelting Out, and honed har
comedic skills as part of an improvisationzl group
called Spontaneaus Combuston,

Later, she moved to the Bay Area and joined the
Blake Streel Hawkeye Theater in Berkeley,
partnered with David Schein. Moving shortly into
solo performances, Whoopi Goldbery created The
Spook Show', which first played San Francisco and
then toured the United States and Europe.

It was at a 1983 performance of that show,
performed at the Dance Theatre Workshop in New
York, that she caught the attention of Mike Nichols,
who offered to present her in a new Broadway show
An evening of ariginal material, written and crealed
by Whoopi Goldberg, the show opened al Ihe
Lyceum Theatre to overwhelmingly positive
responses. She later taped the show as an HBD
special,

The show also lurned out to be an audition for
Steven Spielberg, who was casting his film version
of Alice Walker's The Color Purple.

The starring role launched Whoapi Goldberg's film
careet and (in addition 1o an Dscar nomination) won
her the 1985 Golden Globe for Besi Performance by
an Actress in a Dramatic Motion Picture,
Additionally, her appearance on an episode of TV's
Moonfighting in 1886 eamed Whoopl Goldberg an
Emmy Award nomination as Best Guest Performer in
a Dramatic Series.

The Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater was founded in 1958. Dedicated to the
preservation and enrichment of the American modern dance heritage and the
uninuencss of black cultural expression, the Company is one of the faremost
contemporary dance companies in America. Ailey's vision of his company is not
as a chorengrapher's personal instrument bul as a repertory company almed at
providing arl and entertainment through the presentation of impartant works
of the past and the commissioning of new ones.

Since its inception, Ihe Alvin Alley American Dance Theater has performed for
an estimated 15,000,000 people in 48 states, 45 countries and on six
continents. The Company's extensive louring schedule began with its first US
State Department sponsored lour to the Far East, Southeast Asia and Australia
in 1962, Since then, the schedule has included annual US tours, as well as
more than 25 International tours, highlighted by a tour of the USSR in 1970
(the first for an American modern dance company since the days of Isadora
Duncan) and, m 1985, by the first US government sponsared tour of the
Penples’ Republic of China for @ modern dance troupe since the normalization
ol Sing-American relations.

George Michael was born Giorgios Kyriscos Panayiotou on 25 June 1963, in
Finchiley, North London. He met Andrew Ridgeley at the beginning of his second

yeat at school.

In 1981 Beorge and Andrew formed thelr first band under the name of the
Executhve. While playing wilh the Executive, they wrole 'Careless Whisper' later
released by George as his first solo single. This was to earn George and
Andrew the Ivar Novello Award for Best Songwrilers in 1985,

They released their first single ‘Wham Rap' in June 1962; it reached No. 8 in
the UK charges. Their next release was “Young Guns (Bo For It)’ which reached
No. 3.

George performed al the 1985 Motown Anniversary Celebration in New York,
where he delivered doets with Smokey Robinson and Stevie Wonder. 1985 was
also the year thal Wham! became the first pop group ever to piay in China,

producing far other arlists, among them David Cassidy, David Austin and Deon
Estus. Healso duetted with Aretha Franklin and is the first white male vocalist
ever to have a No. 1 single in the UK and USA al the same lime. 'l Knew You
Were Wailing' received the prestigious 1988 Grammy Award for Best R&B
Performance by a Duo or Group with Vocal.

Arica’ - the acckiimed songstress who as ‘the Empress of Alvican Song’
vividly symbolizes the struggle of her people: the oppressed black natives of
South Africa. She is 2 woman in whose incomparable voice Alrican music has
lound potent expression.
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Boen in 1932 in Johanneshury, Soulh Africa. Miriam Makeba discovered hey
singing voice al an early age - and her songs of protest against her country’s
while minorily regime were a way thal she and others showed their defiance in
sehool and church choruses. Al the age of twenly, she was invited 1o be the
female vocalis! for one of the couniry’s top bands, the Manhattan Brothers.

In 1955, she wias cast a5 the lemale lead in a controversial jaz: opera based on
Ihe [ife of 3 murdesed black boxer, Bul it was when she sang in the
documentary lm Come Back Africa thal ber career really began Lo take ofl.
Bath tours and TV appearances were successiul and soon Makeba moved on lo
coflege dates and nighl club appearances in the US and Canada. Her recording
career blossomed a5 she released records for RCA, Reprise and olhers.

She was even received by landmark world leaders of the day, including Haile
Selassie, Fidel Castro and John F. Kennedy,

Bul Miriam Makeba's palh was nol strewn entirely with roses. Political
speeches denouncing her native land’s racial policies nlimidaled the Pretoria
regime, and when she tried 1o retum 1o South Alriea in 1960 1o altend her
mother's funeral she was denied entry. From this momen? on she was an exile.
Atter.an impassioned and eloquent testimany before the United Nations
Special Committee Against Apartheid in 1963, all of ber records were bamned
from her homeland.

Makeba was awarded the 1986 Day Hammarskjgld Peace Prize,

She recently completed six months a5 2 special guest on Paul Simon's
Giraceland tour, a programme which included emational returns to Zimbabwe
and the US, Makeba's return to Harare (she had been banned from Rhodesia al
ihve same lime a5 the South African ban was imposed) sparked so much
interes! and emotion thal she was in constant demand on stage and off. The
erawd al 20,000, inclading a large contingent from South Alrica, gave her 3
rousing greeling. while reporters (many from South Africa again) lined up
backstage to talk to her, and fans biack and white walted for her 2l the holel
Makeha was especially touched by the fans al the hatel “There was one group
of young whiles who gave me a gift and said (hey hope o see us all back kome
soon’ s3ys Makeba. ‘That's my dream oo — the day when we can bring a show
like this back to Johanmesburg, and have everyone - black and while - able

to attend.’

Mirtam Makeba's aulobiography was published earfier this year and a new
album, Sangoms, was released on Warmer Bros.

Miriam Makeba remains at the forefront of international concern for the plight
of black South Africans, with deep compassion thal sounds so eloquently in a
volce of such power and range, and songs of real beauly.

The second child of Nal King Cole, Natalis Cole showed a keen interesl in music
fram an early age. As well as taking piano lessons a5 a little girl, she was also 2
big fan of her father, first performing with him al the age of twebee, and often
accompamying him an tour.

FREEDOM FOR NELSON MANDELA: WHAT DIOES IT MEAN?

The campaign for freedom for Netson Mandeia is more than just a fight to get him
released Irom prison. For Nelson Mandeia o be released into apartheid South
Alrica as 1t stands today would be merely 1o exchange the narrow canfinement
o! Pollsmoor Prison near Cape Town for a wider imprisonment in an imprisoned
society. Four-fifths of South Africans share this fate, and it was precisely lo
dismantie the walls of this apartheld prison that Nelson Mandeka risked his life.
For Mandala, his own freedom ani that of the people are inseparable.

In 1985 P. W Botha offersd lo release Nelson Mandela provided he accepted
certain conditions. Mandela rejected this offer in a message to the people, read
oul for him by his daughter Zinzi at 2 rally in Soweto,
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The campaign lor freedom lor Melson Mandela and &l Soulh African amd
Mamibian political prisoners cannol sfop on the day after his TOth birthday.
Fortunatety, there |s an organisation campaigning against apartheid, and for
freedom in South Africa and Namibia. If is the Anti-Apartheid Movemont. I was
founded in 1359 In response to an appeal by ANC President Chief Albert Luthuli
for @ boyeott of South African goods.

‘Act now' he said, le impose such sanctions that will bring abou! the pecessary
change and aver! what can become the greates! African fragedy of our times.’

A ‘Boycoll Movemenl' was [aunched. It spread like wildfire around the country in
the wake of the Sharpeviile Mazsacre of 21 March 1860 when 69 peacelul
protestors were shol dead and 180 wounded in 3 towmship south of
Johanneshurg. The same tovnship is the home of the six young people, Théresa
Bamazhamals and five men, who were sentenced to death in 1985 and whe are
still in the shadow of the gallows - despite the temporary reprieve won for them
in March by 2 massive worldwide campaign.

Soan renamed as the Anti-Apartheid Movement, the new organization lobbled
stccessfully for South Africa's expulsion from the Commonwelth, @nd for iis
tsolation fn ail figlds: diplomatic, political, economic, mifitary, cultural and
sparting.

Today the Anth-Apartheld Movemenl is an organization of natienal and
international standing. With tens of thousands ol national and local members,
nearly 200 local groups, end nearky 800 alfiliated organizations, the AAM Is
widely recognized as the major organization in Britain spearheading the fight
apains aparthaid.

cnﬂm CAFOD :

CAFOD, the Calholie Fund for Dverseas Development, is the official Third World
development agency of the Cathofic Churchin England and Wales. tis supporfed
by the 4 million Catholics in England and Wales, as well as by many others. lis
work in Southern Abrica goes back maore than 20 years, and projecls are
currently being supported in Angola, NamibEs, Malawi, Mozambique, Timbabwe,
Zambia and Soulh Africa. These projects and programmes are frequently
affected by the unjust system of apartheid. The Churches in the reglon,
supported by CAFQQ, try lo respond 1o the needs of the most vulnerable groups
and it is frequently children who suffer the most.

CAFOD's foremost priority is long-term development work, bul sadly energy, lime
and money frequently have to be diverted into emergency reliel. The war in
Mozambigue, for example, has led 10 the internal displacement of thousands of
people and the Catholic Church has sel up @ major refie! programme which
CAFOD supports.

Wars in other countries of Southern Africa, and the apartheld system itsell
mean the region has flarge refugee populations. These people are oflen
exhausted, ill and starving and once again it is the children wha sulfer most.
Grants have been given for work with Morambican refogees in Malawid,
Zimbabwe and Swazitand and for Namibian refugees in Angola and Zambla.

The hiture of any country lies inits youth, and CAFOD places a special emphasis
on lraining projects for youny people, In Zimbabwe, youngslers are given
funding and training 1o s8] up co-operatives and their own small businesses. In
Cabo Delgado, Mozambigue, young people maimed in the war are being taughl
new skills to enable them to earn their own living.

Basic needs are also belng met, The tack of a clean, safe water supply s 2
problem for countless villages and towns throughout Southern Africa. Children,
particularly bables and toddlers, are those mosl susceplible to diseases spread
by dirty water, so projects to dig new wells and build dams and reservoirs are
given high priority.

In South Afrfca and Namilia, CAFOD'S programme has different characteristics
because those countries are dominated by the unjust apanheid system. Among
the projects the agency funds there are legal resource centres and ald to the
families of those being held in detention. There are alea longer-term projects
involving black education and training. The churches in South Africa. have
pleaded for peaceful change which would herald a new era of social justice and
reconcifiation. CAFOD is commitied 1o helping this process in a practical way

In Mozzmbique, attacks by South-African backed rebels of the Moxamhique
National Resistance (MNR) have idlled or maimed thousands of people,
destroyed schools, health centres and shops and caused pearly two million
peaple to fiee their homes. Working closely with the Government's Disaster
Refie! Department, Oxfam is ruaning an emergency programme which includes
the supply of cloth, clothing, seeds, looks and lood to displaced people, as well
23 trucks and airfitts to defiver relief supplies lo local cenires. Help is also given
o Mozambiguan refugees oulside the countrg

in Tanzania, Oxfam’s programme concenfrales on food security, health, youth
and women, End our mait work in Zimbabwe i In rural social development and
health, with co-operatives, the disabled and Mozambiquan refugees.

in Seuth Africa, community groups bear the brunt of repression inlensilied under
the corrent nationwide State of Emergency, and Oxfam continues lo support
church and community organizations working for peaceful thange. Help is given
to similar groups in Alamibis where South Africa continues its ilegal occupation,
making development work particularly difficult In Ihe north. in Angola, also
severely disruptad by fighting and destabilization, Oxfam has heiped displaced
peopie with funding for agriculiural development and urban housing
improvement.
