Sonata in A mjor, op.88 for piano and cello LUDWT; VAN BEETHOVEN
(1770-1827)
Allegro ma non tanteo - Scherzo:dAllegro molto-Adagio cantabile-Allegro vivace

The eello sonata in Beethoven's time was still a relatively wnexplored medium., With the
instrnent's role in Baroque musie limited to one of hamonic support, it took later
composers some time to reglize the potential of the cello as a solo instrument. Beethoven
wrote five cello sonatas of which the A major is the third. The key of this work is sig-
nificant: 4 major always finds Beethoven at his most a miable. The first movement alter-
nates between a lyrieal outpouring and a more urgent sirain. The second movement is a
vivacious Scherzo with great rhythmic energy supplied by the syncopations in the main
theme. The slow movement is but a bridge to the finale. Beethoven ends the sonatq with

an exuberant movement full of mambustious hemowr with much high-lying mustie for the eello,

Jardins soue la pluie from 'Estampes' CLAUDE DEBUSSY (1862-1818)

Debugsy is gemerally acknowledged as one of the great original minds of early twenthieth
century muste. His faseination with eolouristic posstbilities of instruments, his use of
Oriental scales, and his intentiomal blurring of formal outlines produce musie at onece
individual and highly evoeative. 'Jardins sous la pluie’{Gardens under rain) is one of
many Debusey pieces based on the theme of water, The music also incorporates the melodies
of two French songs.

Chaconne in D minor BACH-BUSONT (1866-1924) .

Busoni is little known today although in his.lifetime he enjoyed a considerable reput-
atton espectally as a ptanist. His beleif that music should be "an aristeceratic art'

led to the cultivation of a musical stlye lacking in popular appeal. His piano playing
however was legendary. Boasting vast-sized hands, he played programmes of Bach, Beethoven
Chopin and Liszt which showed an artistry rare for its time. His love of Bach expressed
itself in his many arvangements of the compoger. The Chaconme-a variation form—is both

e ed and intensified tn Busoni’'s reworking.

Pezzo Capriccicse, op.62. PETER ILYICH TCHAIKOVSKY (184¢-93)

Tehaikovsky's life was a strange paradox of great successes tn music and profound
personal wnhapiness. Unlike hie Russio eontemporaries, he modelled himself on Westemn
composers and produced music sturdily constructea in q lyrieal vein whieh still today
has a wniversal appeal. The Pezzo Capricciose written in 1887 is a vituoso cello piece
originally with orchestral accompeaniment. A lyrical introduction leads into the main
fast section which 1s played spiccato.

Flegy, op.24 GABRIEL FAURE (1845-1924.

At a time when French musieal life was dominated by opera, Fawre distinguished himself

by becoming a prominent organist and choirmaster. His compositions include songs, sacred
music and some chanber mustie. The Elegy for cello and piano of 1880 was written as a
Lanent for an wnrequited love. Its lyrical restraint and neatly conceived form typify much
music of the composer.

Sonata in F major, op.99 for piano and cello JOHANNES BEAEMS (1833-37)
Allegro vivace - Adagio affetuoso - Allegro passionato - Allegro molto

Brahms stands oul among the late nineteenth century composers as one of the few who
deveted a large part of their energies to the composition of chamber music. Taking
Begethoven as hig model he composed works which erude a warmth of feeling and show him a
master—eraftsmen both in matters of form and treatment of instruments. The F major sonata
i3 a mature work dating from 1886. It was dedicated to the cellist Robert Hausmann, «
member of the famous Joachim quartet. Expansive melodies characterize much of the first
two movements with Frequent use of the sonorous low registers of both instruments. The
third movement, a Scherzo, includes a theme from the finale of the third symphony, and
shows the lighter side of Brakms's character. This lightness of mood is carried over into
the finale and emphasized vh the closing bars with the cello playing the main theme

"It was only when all eise failed, when all channele of peaceful protest

had been barred to us, that the decision was made to embark on vialant

forms of political struggle, and to form Umkhonto we Sizwe. We did so .
not because we dasired such a course, but solely because the Foverment

left us with ho nther choics. ™

Nelson Mandela has been a key figure in South Afnica's Liberation sthuggle
sdince the eanly 1940's. An atfoaney by proffession, he was a founding memben
0f the ANC Youth ue, In 1952 he was the 'Volunteen in Chief' during the
Defiance Campaign, Then, in 1956, he was charged with 155 others in the
Treason Trial. Aften a trial Lasting 5 yeans, alll5é wene acquitted. The

¢4 anose form the adoption, at the Conghess of the People .in 1955, of
Lthe Freedom Charten, which, the apartheid state argued, was High Treason.
14y preamble states:

"We, the people of South Africa, declare for all our country and the
world to know: that South Africa belongs to all who live in it, black
and whitae, and that no government can justly claim authority unless it
in bazsed on the will of all the people.”

Foldowing the Sharpuille massacre and the banning of the ANC and the PAC,
Mandela plaged a hey rofe {n the founding of Umkhonto we Sizwe, which was
Lo become the awmed wing of the ANC. This marked a fuwiing point in the
& histony of the Liberation struggle - arecognition of the inevitability of
armed confrontation, a ugggta which the United Nations Generaf Assembly
has overwhefmingly endonsed, :
