
Steve Biko, the  prominent South African p o l i t i c a l  a c t i v i s t  , 
died i n  po l i ce  custody on September 12,  1977, ; 

H i s  f a t e  was s imi la r  t o  t h a t  of 50 other  p o l i t i c a l  de ta inees  
who have been to r tu red  t o  death o r  died i n  de tent ion  i n  SoUh 
Africa. H i s  crime was t o  f i g h t  apartheid.  Steve Biko is  one 
of t h e  thousands of vict ims of t h e  r a c i s t  system i n  South Afr ica  
where a l l  opposi t ion i s  b r u t a l l y  crushed - thousands a r e  impri- 
soned, banned, detained o r  r e s t r i c t e d  for t h e i r  r e f u s a l  t o  
accept the  c r u e l  system of apar the id  which has been branded by 
the  United Nations a s  a crime aga ins t  humanity. 

Steae Biko's death and t h e  attempted "cover-up" demonstrated t o  
t h e  world t h a t  the re  is  no j u s t i c e  i n  South Africa,  And t h e  

i n t e r n a t i o n a l  outcry which followed h i s  death demonstrated t h a t  
desp i t e  t h e i r  p r o t e s t a t i o n s  t o  t h e  cont rary  t h e  apar the id  r u l e r s  
have t o  take i n t o  :ecoount:-Wblio:~<>pl.nlon i n  those  coun t r i e s  
which p e r s i s t -  i n  co l l abora t ing  with South Africa. 

This i s  why w e  i n  B r i t a i n  e spec ia l ly  must remember Steve Biko 
and a l l  those who died i n  de tent ion  i n  South Af r i ca ,  and 
i n t e n s i f y  our e f f o r t s  to:
