THE FIRST STLP

A meeting must be convened urgently to set up a local committee
which will organise the intensified Boycott Campaign kMarch 1st

to larch 31lst. This meeling must be non-party and representative
of all local groups syumpathetic to the Boycott.

We suggest yon approach the following:

a) all political partics, including the Conscrvatives;

b) trades councils and trade union branches;

c) all religious organisations;

d) all women's organisations (remember this Boycott depends
on the shoppers);

e) any group interested in Africa and the Commnonwealth,
cg. United Nations Associations, Movement for Colonial
Freedom, or local Africa Councils;

f) all co~operative organisations;

g) all student orgonisations;

h) any others you consider important, for example the local
Chanber of Commerce, Rotary clubs and Inner Wheels.

At _your delegates meeting:

1) Elcct your couitteey
2) Adopt your title = The.......Boycott Movement

N.B. Your committce is responsible for its own finance.
Your committec is legally autonomous.

DISCUSS. _YOUR PLAIL OF ACTION

We suggest below some of the activities you might consider worth
while. These should be discussed by your commaittce.

a) Distribution of Liuaflets and sale of '"Boycott News". For

costs sce the Order Form. Re-sale of "Boycott News"
will make some nmoney for other things.

b) Posters cost 9d cach, Supporters should be urged to buy
one for their front windows.  Stickers saying "WE DON'T

STOCK SOUTH AIFRICAN GOODS'" are avallable for shopkeepers
who support the Boycott. Help these shopkeepers by
advising pcople to shop there. Why not give them free
advertisenents in the local paper?
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¢) Public wectings on our thene "Against Apartheid - Boyeott
pouth african Goods™ nre o noecessery neans of inforning the
public »f thoe evils of apartheid and bEhe reoasons for the
Boveott, I yon want speakers, 1ot us know quickly.

d) Plcketing leceanl narke ts and larse stores to ask shoppoers to
refuse Lo buy 8 mbh alricai. The pinbxts uust be organised
and poeaceful, done ot busy tines to got naxinuw effect and
publicity. Y-u nieht think it a wwfd idea to lobby lccal
Councils to rel then into the Tovonent.

e) Placard parades are o direct way of getting ideas across,

) Letters to local papers causc discussion., Make sure every
critic is answered. Lettcrs Lo [H.P.s will inform then of your
feelings. Centact local V.I1.P.s for support. Get their
pernission to announce this to the Press. When their fane is
naticenal, lot us knew ond we will give their decision publicity.

g) Filws cn Scuth Africa and the problens of racial discrinination
can be obtaincd frorn us., Pleasce write for details. A filnmshow
can railsce noney for you, in addition to its cducational and
entoertainnent value.

) Apprceach £ suppert all rolail and distributive organisations
locally.

1) If you would like to distribute a petition for signatures,
protesting against apartheid and supporting the Boycott, we
can suggest the wording. This would help to nake the national
canpalgn nore consistent.
