In October 1963 the United Nations Genepal Assembly ~dopted a resolution 
c d l i n g  fo r  the reLease of a l l  pol i t ica l  prismers i n  South Africa. In 
the following June, however, eight of the accused in the Rivonia Trial  were 
sentenced "b me imprisonment and the seven black prisoners, including 
Nelson Mandela, sent t o  join other pol i t ica l  prisoners on Robben Island, a 
centre known for  the inhuman conditions under which po l i t i ca l  prisoners are 
forced t o  serve the i r  sentences. 

In the intervening 10 years there have been more arrests  and the security 
police have continued t o  detain and interrogate people under the sinister 
l a w s  passed fo r  that, purpose. Torture under interrogation is commonplace, 
and the methods used t o  extract information have been f u l l y  documented. 

A new in i t i a t ive  must now be taken fo r  the release of a l l  po l i t i ca l  prisoners 
and detainees held in South Africa today" 

this Conference has been arranged as  a launching pad f o r  such a campaign and 
as a contribution towards the implementation of the resolution passed a t  the 
I L O  International 'trade Union Conference on Apartheid held in June this year, 
which called fo r  llosi-a -world-wide week of action against the discriminatory 
policy of apartheid in South Africa", commencing 10 December, the 25th anni- 
versary of the Declaration of Human Rights. 

It will examine the legislation governing apartheid and the exploitative 
nature of the society which makes flterrorists", "saboteursw and "poli t ical  
prisoner'su out of sAn~ei:e senous and emiragaoiw men and women who find 
intolerable that  Â¥uniqu system of rac i s t  exploitations
