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SOUTH AFRICA FREEDOM DAY - 26 JTOTE 

The Freedom C h a r t e r  was signed on t t h k  day i n  19$Ss providing a blueprint  f o r  a future  
non-racial society in South Africa. It i s  a day t h a t  has, throughout the  years, marked 
the reaffixtlation of the struggle against  apartheid. 

This day a l so  marks f i f t e e n  years of work in Br i ta in  by the Anti-Apartheid Movement. 
Founded on 26 June 1959, it was cal led i n t o  being by the l a t e  Chief Albert Lutuli  - 
President of t he  African National Congress (South Af'rica.) - and others i n  South Africa, 
t o  work fo r  the  boycott and i so l a t ion  of t ha t  unique system of r a c i s t  exploitation.  
The Movement 'S work covers Southern Africa and Guine Bissau, and i t s  objectives are: 

t o  infonn peo?le i n  Br i ta in  and abroad of the f a c t s  of the  s i t ua t ion  i n  these 
t e r r i t o r i e s ;  

t o  expose the  nature and extent of Br i t i sh  l inks  with the  white minority regimes 
and t o  work f o r  the  ending of these l inks  which serve t o  perpetuate t h e  
s ta tus  quc i n  Southern Africa; and 

t o  win support fo r  the  people throughout the  African sub-continent struggling 
for  t h e i r  freedom. 

Today we welcome the new democratic Portugal,-but the  e f f ec t  of the  p o l i t i c a l  change on 
the African colonies of Mozambique and Angola and the independent s t a t e  of Guine Bissau 
i s  as ye t  unclear. We call f o r  independence f o r  Mozambique and Angola, and f o r  the  
recognition of Guine Bissau; f o r  the  severing of Br i t i sh  links with apartheid South 
Afric?.; f o r  Br i t i sh  recognition of UN and World Court decisions t h a t  South Africa 's  
corrbinujng occupation of Namibia i s  i l l e g a l  and f o r  i t s  immediate withdrawalfrom the  
terr i tory;  f o r  a settlement i n  Rhodesia based only on majority democratic rule; and for  
support for  the  l ibera t ion  struggle throughout Southern Africa.  

Information on the d i f f e r en t  t e r r i t o r i e s  of Southern Africa and on Guine Bissau will be 
available a t  s t a l l s  on SUNDAY 30 JUNE a t  the FREEDOM CONVENTION a t  Camion Lock, and 
there w i l l  be s t a l l s  i l l u s t r a t i n g  the campaigns in Bri ta in .
