
London Borough of Islington's 
DECLARATION ON SOUTHERN AFRICA 
A Decl.aration by the  Islington Borough Council t o  the cause of 
freedom in Southern Africa, t o  pay t r ibu te  to Nelson Mandela and 
a1 l other  prisoners of apartheid, and in so l ida r i ty  with the  
struggles and sac r i f i ces  of a l l  those s t r iv ing  f o r  a f r ee ,  
non-racial and democratic South Africa and Namibia t o  benefi t  the 
peoples of t h e i r  countries. 

The Council declares i ts  abhorrence of the apartheid policy of 
South Africa, which has been declared by the United Nations and the 
Comnonwealth t o  be a 'crime against humanity' and condemns its' 
i l l ega l  occupation of Namibia. The Council believes tha t  the 
apartheid system of South Africa is an af f ront  t o  human dignity 
and a threa t  t o  world peace and rac ia l  harmony. 

In accordance with these views the Counci l will , within the limits 
of i t s  legal powers, campaign t o  end a1 l l inks between the Council 
and the  apartheid regime of South Africa, u t i l i s i n g  al l  socia l ,  
p01 i t i  cal , economic- and legal measures tha t  a r e  a t  its disposal. 
In part icular  i t  will , whenever possible and appropriate, having 
regard t o  the  Counci l 'S l egal powers and duties ,  pursue vigi l  ant  
practices to: 

1. Cease the purchase of any goods originat ing xrom South 
Africa and Namibia and pursue t h i s  policy within the 
purchasing author i t ies  i n  which the  Council is involved. 

L .  Withdraw investments held by the Council i n  companies 
with South African investments or companies with investments 
i n  South Africa o r  Namibia. 

Ensure that  the Council is not o f f i c i a l l y  represented a t  anj 
function attended by representatives of the South African 
Sovernment , the  South African Embassy, the 'Bantustans ' or 
trade missions and refuse t o  meet o r  receive any o f f i c i a l  
v is i tors  from South Africa or Namibia. 

Oppose any o f f i c i a l  i n i t i a t i v e s  by South Africa and Namibia 
which seek to  a t tach  c red ib i l i ty  t o  apartheid pol ic ies  by 
claiming authentici ty fo r  'Bantustans ' or  trade missions. 

Reject the prac t ice  of allowing holders of 'Bantust an * 
passports entry in to  thaÃˆUnited*K.ingdom 

S Campaign against investments and loans held by companies in 
South AÂ r i c a  and Namibia, discourage a l l  economic l inks 
with South Africa and Namibia and promote be t t e r  re la t ions  
with the develooine economies of the 'Third World'.
