New forms of solidarity will also be required to mobilise support for the 

Southern Africa region as a whole as they strive to overcome the destruction inflicted by 

the Pretoria regime throughout Southern Africa. 

The people of Britain have a proud and rich tradition of solidarity with the 

people of Southern Africa. This needs to be sustained and expanded to meet the new 

challenges ahead. But it will also be even more an expression of mutual solidarity as we 

gain strength from the victory over apartheid in our own struggles to confront the 

upsurge of racism and fascism in Britain and Europe.
