The situation in South Africa is crucial. Thousands of anti- 
apartheid activists, trade unionists, community leaders, 
even children have been detained under Bertha's second 
state of emergency. The 1987 whites-only election results 
endorse Botha's intention to organise increased repression. 

The British Government has remained one of Botha's 
best allies by refusing to implement mandatory sanctions 
and to isolate apartheid. British companies account for 
40% of the total foreign investment in the country - some 
Â£ billion. Many well-known West Midlands firms have 
connections with Southern Africa. 

The working people of Southern Africa have made it clear 
that they are prepared to suffer and accept that it might 
mean sacrifices. They have asked British working people to 
heed their call for solidarity and to work for sanctions. This 
conference is a step in that direction.
